       Our distribution of the book started with the National United Worship in Managua on June 11.  There were over 6,553 in attendance from over 70 congregations in Nicaragua.  Our goal was to give a book to every family in attendance.  4,565 books were distributed that day. We do not have the names of all that received the book on this day, but know the congregations that were in attendance.

       The remaining books were distributed in the following communities in Northern Nicaragua…Wiwili, Jinotega and Wiwili, Neuva Segovia, El Cua, Pantasma, La Concordia, Sabana Grande, San Marcus, San Rafael del Norte, Yankea, Matagapla (4 different communities), Waswili Prison, San Jose Bocay, Las Laurles, San Andres on the Rio Coco, Casa Materna in Jinotega, Santa Tersita. We have the names and communities of those that received a copy of the book in this distribution.  

       The distribution of the books in these communities was done in conjunction with our medical outreach, other components of the mission (schools, prison, and the Casa Materna) and the local congregations… Five years ago I felt the book would be great asset, especially to our Medical Outreach, and this summer it proved to be that asset…

1. Every member of the congregations we work with received a copy of the book. That was a total of 574 adults. The preachers were asked to use it as a study guide for their congregations.  We distributed the book in our prison ministry at Waswili and the Casa Materna in Jinotega.  Books were given to the mayor´s office in Jinotega, Wiwili and El Cua.

2. We did Medical Brigades in Wiwili, Neuva Segovia and El Cua, starting new congregations in both communities.  These efforts were done in conjunction with Olive Branch Ministries.  In those two locations over 4,000 people were treated both physically and spiritual.  The picture below is a lady receiving her medicine and leaving with a copy of the book.  One picture can tell the story. She had received the book and was prayed with by one of the preachers.  Each person when they saw the doctor was asked if they wanted someone to pray with them.  2,175 books were distributed in these two efforts.

3. The other books were distributed through our regular clinics in Jinotega and Pantasma where local ministers do daily devotionals with the patients.  The book also is used in our mobile clinic outreach that goes into the rural areas. No mobile clinic has gone out this summer without the book for evangelism.

4. One of the most exiting things about the book is we have had four independent groups (congregations) to whom we have given the books and they are using it as their teaching material.  Two of the preachers have started attending our institute in Jinotega.  The owner of the radio station in Jinotega that airs our World Radio program requested books for her congregation to use as a study guide.

5. Another positive for the book was having the World Bible School and the World Radio pages in the book.  The three World Radio programs listed for Nicaragua are part of our Radio Ministry.  This summer we developed a new relationship with WBS that has allowed us to distribute over 25,000 World Bible School invitations to study.  The invitation has the same basic information that is in the book.  We have also been able to give out over 7,000 introductory lessons to WBS.  Our evangelism this summer also included giving out over 8.000 invitations to study with World English Institute.

6. In June and July God blessed us with 29 new brothers and sisters and the starting of two new congregations.  We feel the addition of the book to our evangelistic efforts planted the seed in the lives of a number of these new brothers and sisters. In our monthly meeting with the evangelist they reported 177 active studies involving the book.


Thanks to Truth for Today for providing for us the great tool of evangelism.  Misión Para Cristo works in 22 communities in the Jinotega and Matagalpa region of Nicaragua working with congregations in 17 communities, schools in 6 communities, medical clinics in 2 communities and continuing ongoing focus and purpose of ¨Sharing Jesus as We Serve People¨.
